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Dear Brothers and Sisters

In 2000, Saint John Paul 1l set aside the second Sunday of Easter, the final day of the Easter Oc-
tave, as Divine Mercy Sunday. This day holds special significance because it reminds us that God's
mercy is at the heart of the Easter joy.

The Gospel story for this Sunday shows us a powerful scene from the first Easter evening. Jesus
appears to his frightened and ashamed disciples, who are hiding behind locked doors, His first
words to them are simple yet profound: "Peace be with you." This peace means being made
whole, being in harmony with God, with each other, and with ourselves. It's a call to inner calm-
ness and reconciliation.

A beautiful sentiment shared recently captures the essence of our journey to heaven: "l want to
go to heaven, but I do not want to go alone! | want you to come with me!" This echoes the unity
we find in Christ's mercy, as we journey together under his loving care.

We shall pray with countless others, meditating on the Sacred Wounds of Jesus, and pray, "For
the sake of His sorrowful passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world."” This litany prayer
connects us to the universal need for redemption and highlights the boundless mercy of our Sav-
iour. As we celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday, may we reflect on the depth of God's love and ex-
tend that mercy to others in our parish and beyond.

A reflection from Pope Francis for the Year of Prayer, Second Sunday of Easter: Prayer is the rud-
der that guides Jesus’ course. The stages of his mission were not dictated by success, nor by con-
sensus, or the seductive phrase “everyone is searching for you”. Jesus’ path was charted by the
least comfortable one, which obeyed the Father's inspiration, which Jesus heard and welcomed in
his solitary prayer. From Jesus’ example we can derive some characteristics of Christian prayer.
First and foremost, it possesses primacy: it is the first desire of the day, something that is practised
at dawn, before the world awakens. It restores a soul to what otherwise would be without
breath.
